The Headquarters Marine Corps, Funeral Honors Section assists the family of deceased service members in arranging military funeral honors for their loved one. The service member must have served in, or with, the Marine Corps and have been discharged under honorable conditions. Funeral directors making requests for military honors must notify the Casualty Branch by telephone with the service members complete name; social security number; rank; status, i.e. retired or former Marine; date of birth; date of death; and place of death (city and state). If a funeral director is unable to obtain a copy of the service members Certificate of Discharge from Active Duty (DD Form 214) or verification of service from the family member, they may request the form from the National Personnel Records Center, St. Louis, MO. The telephone number is (314) 538-3154. The fax number is (314) 538-3115. 
The Personnel Records Center requires the use of the Military Records Request form (Standard Form 180) for requests of this nature. This form is available through the National Archives website. If a Standard Form 180 is not available, the National Personnel Records Center will require the service member's name, social security number and/or service number, rank, date of member birth and dates of service.

Family members are encouraged to provide the funeral director with a copy of the service members DD Form 214 to ensure military funeral arrangements are reserved.

Did you know? When the Armed Services Blood Program (ASBP) cannot collect enough blood, the military must purchase products from civilian agencies, such as the Red Cross (assuming that blood is available for purchase). The average cost of blood from outside sources is about $250 per unit.   THEY SHOULDN’T HAVE TO PAY MORE THAN THEY ALREADY DO IN SERVICE.

Since 1962, the Armed Services Blood Program (ASBP) has served as the sole provider of blood for the United States military. As a tri-service organization, the ASBP collects, processes, stores and distributes blood and blood products to Soldiers, Sailors, Airmen, Marines and their families worldwide. As with any blood collection agency, their mission is to make sure that they are collecting donors, but very distinct from their civilian counterparts. This program is devoted to the military services. So, the blood they collect is devoted totally for Department of Defense use, whether that’s the warfighters who are deployed or their service families, overseas or not. So, the distinction there is that the civilian community, of course, has to support our community hospitals, etc., but the Armed Services Blood Program is really there for the warfighter and his or her family.
